A RESOLUTION TO ADOPT THE NACTO URBAN STREET DESIGN GUIDE

AND URBAN BIKEWAY DESIGN GUIDE AS OFFICIAL DESIGN GUIDES

WHEREAS, XXXXXX's Comprehensive Plan recommends improvements to walkability and bikeability in order to enhance the quality of life for residents and visitors; and

WHEREAS, XXXXXX's Complete Streets Policy calls for roadways that enable safe and convenient access for all users, including pedestrians, bicyclists, drivers of various types of vehicles, and riders of public transportation of all ages and abilities, including children, seniors and persons with disabilities; and

WHEREAS, the National Association of City Transportation Official's (NACTO) “Urban Street Design Guide” employs best practices in designing urban streets that are safe, sustainable, resilient, multi-modal, and economically beneficial; and

WHEREAS, the NACTO “Urban Bikeway Design Guide” reflects the work of the United States' best cycling facility design practitioners, adapting to an American context designs from cities around the world that have demonstrated the most successful cycling facilities; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Highway Administration adopted new a regulation entitled “Design Standards for Highways” on January 3, 2022 which states “FHWA is adopting the 2018 edition of the AASHTO publication, A Policy on Geometric Design Highways and Streets... Public entities may wish to also reference other documents to inform the planning and design process, such as the Urban Street Design Guide published by the National Association of City Transportation Officials... These and other publications can support public entities in developing transportation projects that incorporate safe and convenient walking and bicycling facilities. Such projects improve safety for all modes, create more equitable access to transportation, and combat climate change.”

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that XXXXXX adopts the NACTO “Urban Street Design Guide” and the NACTO “Urban Bikeway Design Guide” as official design guides to be used by transportation officials, planners, and engineers when designing and implementing streets and cycling facilities within XXXXXX.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that any updates to the “Urban Bikeway Design Guide” or “Urban Street Design Guide” officially adopted by NACTO shall be accepted for use by XXXXXX.
